The Bills are SF 387 and HF 390


The bill as is carves design professionals out of the law and treats them as a special class of interested parties in construction projects.  


Removing design professionals from having a role in the additional insured industry-practice will make an already difficult insurance situation even worse for subcontractors.  


Removing them as a special class is very likely unconstitutional.


Accountability for risk should reside with the responsible party only.


We would support the language below - it will give the design professionals what they want    





Subdivision 1. Agreements valid. Sections 337.01 to 337.05 do not affect the validity of building and construction contracts and professional services contracts whereby a promisor agrees to provide specific insurance coverage for the benefit of others, except that a promise to provide liability insurance for the benefit of others shall not be enforceable.”
